Film Review Assignment

Overview: Select and view a major motion picture of historical relevance.  Write a review of the movie, using the guidelines below.  A variety of topics and genres can be chosen for movies.  Topics may include issues dealing with, but not limited to the following: History, Sociology, Geography, Cultural Stereotypes, Social Conflict, and Global Issues concerning U.S.  Reviews should be typed and show proper use of grammar, spelling, and punctuation.  Movies that have been, or will be shown in class are not to be used for this assignment! Please check with Mr. Whipple before completing the assignment.
Review Guidelines

The review should be persuasive in nature, giving critical analysis on key aspects of the film. Follow the general outline below in writing your own review.

· An Introductory Paragraph that includes a quote or brief description of a scene or character.  Set the stage of the movie!

· One or two brief paragraphs describing the plot summary, including main character descriptions, as well as the actor’s names.

· One or two short paragraphs discussing an area of focus, such as lighting, sound, special effects, etc.

· Two to three paragraphs discussing the historical relevance of the movie.  Does it seem relevant, and does it make a point that is of historical significance.  Is it historically accurate?  How does it relate to some of the class topics covered in the text?  In these paragraphs you can discuss what was good and what was bad about the topic throughout your viewing of the movie.  Use quotes to help emphasize your analysis!

· A concluding paragraph, including a recommendation about the movie (e.g. would you tell your friends to watch this movie?)
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
